Helps

a hospital. There are many ways to share what God has blessed us with. 

3. Make actual plans to do something, not just talk about it. 

4. ADRA, Maranatha are two of our churches organizations that are doing a 

wonderful work worldwide. There are many other projects. The idea is to get 

families getting a world view as well as a local view. 

5. It is always important to remember to be sensitive to the people we share with. 

To remember that they may not appreciate being thought of as “down trodden” 

or needy.
